 Digital radiography is a new technology, initially developed for use in the medical world 
 

 It offers a film-less alternative to conventional radiography 
 

 Amongst other non-intrusive inspection applications it provides an excellent means of 
detecting corrosion under insulation 

 
 

The Technology 
 

Rather than using film, computed radiography uses an imaging plate, which contains 
photostimulable storage phosphors that retain the latent image. When the imaging plate is 
scanned with a laser beam in the digitizer, the latent image information is released as visible 
light; this light is captured and converted into a digital stream to compute the image.
